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arents and children interested in
/ finding a Jewish summer camp
can now use the resources of www.
JewishCamp.org, a new comprehensive
website launched by the Foundation for
Jewish Camp (FJC). Among the features
on the site are a “Find a Camp™ tool, news
for leaders, a blog, a catalog of FIC’s
field and market research, a directory
of scholarships, a job board, incentive
program information, specialty camps
directory, and a resource library.

The new database under the “Find
a Camp” section is an easy-to-use in-
strument for finding non-profit Jewish
overnight camps. With filters that allow
families to choose preferences from spe-
cialties to special needs, it shows where
each camp is located on a map and links
to their individual pages.

The Leaders Assembly News and In-
formation section is a one-stop shop for
everything anyone needs to know about
the Leaders Assembly. “The Campfire”
is the name of the blog which features
regularly updated content about Jew-
ish camps, as well as the FJC and its
programs.

For an all-inclusive catalog for all of
FJC's field and market research, users
can go to www.jewishcamp.org/how-
we-help/research for links to complete
findings.

The Directory of Camp Scholarships
is a database which acts as a central lo-
cation for camps to list available scholar-
ships. Likewise, the Job Board lists sum-
mer and year-round Jewish camp jobs.

The Campership Incentive Pro-
gram, JWest Campership Program, and
Genesis Camp Initiative are all listed in
under Grants and Scholarships on the
website, where they are explained and
linked to www.onehappycamper.org. In
addition, users can find a collection of
publications and web links that inform
and assist with education and program-
ming ideas vear-round in the “Resource
Library™ section.

In the “Types of Camps™ section is
the “Specialty Camps” listings, which
specifically outlines details of each new
“incubator camp.” Incubator camps are
ones whose start has been accelerated
by a toolkit of targeted services and re-
sources provided by FIC. These include
management guidance, technical assis-
tance, funding, and consulting specifical-
ly tailored to new companies, beginning
with the planning and launch stages and
continuing through the first three years
of operation and evaluation.

One renewed and five brand-new
nonprofit camps will open this summer.
They are:

e Eden Village Camp, upstate New
York, a pluralistic, co-ed camp focused
on Jewish environmentalism.

e Adamah Adventures, Georgia,
where Jewish teens take on some of
the country’s most thrilling outdoor
adventures.

e 92Ypassport NYC, New York City,
with specialties in film, fashion, culinary
arts, music, and baseball.

¢ Six Points Sports Academy, North
Carolina, which offers intensive sports
training in a vibrant, fun community.

* BIMA, Massachusetts, a pluralistic
environment brimming with artistic dis-
covery and Jewish experiences.

e Ramah Outdoors, Colorado, with
outdoor adventures in the Rocky Moun-
tains for teenagers.

The Foundation for Jewish Camp
was founded in 1998 with seed money
from Robert and Elisa Spungen Bildner,
philanthropists who saw that that there
was a great need for more and better in-
formal education opportunities for Jew-
ish children, specifically overnight camp.
Today FIC servces approximately 150
Jewish summer camps, 70,000 campers,
and 10,000 counselors in North America.
It is the single source for information
about, and advocacy for, nonprofit Jew-
ish overnight camps, and provides lead-
ership, expertise, and financial resourc-



es to camps, campers, and their families
across North America.
